Other Site Characteristics

La zona coincide con una formacion rocosa de areniscas siliceas. La vertiente NE es
rocosa y escarpada y cubierta con un encinar, por el contrario, la vertiete SO es de
pendiente mas suave y cubierta por pinar y bosque mixto. En los puntos mas elevados de
los dos extremos de la pequeiia sierra, las caracteristicas impermeables de los
materiales y su orientacion han favorecido la formacion de dos estanques temporales.
Estos estan rodeados por ambientes naturales con una vegetacion formada por encinar
balearico con manchas de brezal en las zonas mas secas y comunidades de Isoetes en
los suelos mas pobres y poco desarrollados.

4.2 Quality and importance

El lugar tiene un elevado interés paisagistico debido a su singularidad gracias a su
situacion y a sus caracteristicas geoldgicas. En una superficie reducida se encuentran
representados numerosos habitats tipicos mediterraneos como el encinal balearico, el
brezal y el estanque temporal (habitat prioritario por la directiva del Consejo
92/43/CEE). El maximo interés de la zona es que es zona de campeo de Milvus milvus y
muy préxima a una zona de cria , ave presente en el anejo II de la Directiva Aves y
considerada en Peligro de Extincion en Baleares. Ademas, en los estanques temporales
cria Hyla meridionalis (amfibio incluido en el anejo IV de la directiva habitats y en el
Catalogo Nacional de Especies Amenazadas). Los estanques temporales, a pesar de su
reducido tamaio se han revelado como unos de los mas interesantes en el ambito de las
Baleares. Floristicamente albergan la Gnica poblaciéon conocida en las islas de
Myriophyllum alterniflorum y una de las pocas (4) de Isoetes velata, todas ellas en
estanques temporales. La excepcionalidad también se ha manifestado en el fitoplancton
con la presencia de una diversidad taxonémica singular, Gnica en las Islas. Los
estanques son utilizados como zona de reposo y abrevadero por numerosas especies de
aves y otras especies de interés cinegético.
